PA Meeting--February here at McCall was a very busy month for the McCall Parents Association. It
started with a very well attended Parent’s Association meeting which featured the Director of Guidance
and the Director of Math from WHS. We solicited and received many parent questions in advance of the
presentations. Thank you to those parents who submitted questions and those who attended the meeting.
The WHS Guidance Director fielded questions ranging from the transition from Middle School to High
School to course selection and college preparation. The Director of Math discussed the three-year
planning process that preceded the change in the Middle School Math Curriculum, the reasons for the
change, how it is being implemented, and how goals will be outlined for next year so parents have a better
grasp of the changes. The Director of Guidance posted responses to the questions on the WHS website.
We outlined the math Q & A in a separate email to parents.

Trivia Bee- McCall MS entered a teacher/faculty group and a PA group in the Annual WFEE Trivia Bee.

Because the program will require the children make observations of graphic
models and draw conclusions, it will be necessary for each student in algebra or advanced algebra to have
his/her own graphing calculator. We recommend the Texas Instrument TI 83 or TI 84. These calculators
perform all of the functions necessary for the program and are the models that the teacher will use for
demonstrations.
